High school student Peter Liu is worried about his future. He left China because there was illness in his family and they were struggling financially. He decided to overstay his tourist visa. 
“it was a very difficult decision because at the time I thought if I make this decision I probably would not be  able to see my grand-parents and my family for many years.”
Now he lives in Los Angeles as an undocumented immigrant, unable to work he worries about paying for college. 

President Obama’s executive order does not help him because he arrived after the cut-off date for deferred action for childhood arrivals. He says even those who do qualify for temporary relief from deportation are hesitant to apply.
“Especially in the Asian community a lot of people will be worried if they come out of the shadows and apply for deferred action whether it would impact their family in some way.”
President Obama’s executive order suspends the threat of deportation for illegal immigrants who have lived in the US for at least five years and have children who are legally in the US.

However those considered a security threat or who have a criminal record will continue to face deportation.

Cambodian Refugee Davis Ros falls into that category. When he was 16 he killed a man and spent almost 19 years in prison. Because of that he lost his permanent residency status and now awaits  deportation.
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
