This isn’t the image you’d normally associate with Soweto. The White man is Tony Streihdom, an Afrikaaner. His parents, his grand-parents in the parlance of the Black liberation movement were the oppressors; those who created and enforced the Apartheid system.

Reporter: How do you feel about that?

It’s hard to believe this is Soweto. At the height of Apartheid there wasn’t even electricity here, there were no paved roads and there were certainly no shopping malls. This mall is full of upmarket stores, and of course, there’s a Mac Donald’s.

You won’t find many White people at the Maponya mall because Soweto remains predominantly black. 

…

If you look closely at the scene, there are cases where Black and White directly interact or sit at the same table, but the general trend particularly among the older generations is a group of white people at one table, black people at the other table. Together, yet separate.

It has taken time, but things have changed. The Park View Golf Course was whites-only at one time; there are more Black members than ever before now.

Well this is no longer defined by skin colour in this country, but the truth is that the vast majority of the poorest of the poor are still blacks.

Whites make up less than 10% of the overall population but the majority of white people are far richer than the majority of black people in South Africa.
