Asfar asthe sisters are concerned, they have been able to begin working outside of the home.
Lillian has become “a conductress’ (I. 43) and Nell “a forewoman” (l. 43). New horizons have
been opened to them and they are blooming. On the other hand other women’s lives have
been destroyed by death and separation. For instance Mrs Monroe tried to prevent her son
from going back to the trenches.
