At the beginning of autumn, the lion was too
big, so the Indian tribe set him free and left for their winter camp in the valley. It's too cold up in the
Sierras, they can't stay there in winter. When the Indians moved back to the mountains the next year, the
lion had turned wild. They couldn't approach him but could only see him from a distance and yet quite
often; they thought he recognized them.»

Another boy asked,«And what about bears?» «We have bears», answered the park ranger, «and lots of other
animals, t00.»

«Well, could you tell us something about some of them - the big ones ?»

The fanger pushed his stiff-brimmed Stetson and said,«I'll be glad to. When you say 'big ones' you must
mean mammals like the bear and buffalo and mountain lion. But first of all, do you know what a mammal
is? It's an animal with warm blood and a backbone. It has hair on its body and gives milk to its young.

Before speaking of bears, let me tell you a few things about the mountain lion which is probably the most
misunderstood mammal in our country. Lions are like big domestic cats; only they are much larger and they
can move as silently. These big cats are carnivores, meat-eaters; they hunt all kinds of animals but they like
deer best. They're much more difficult to see than bears. Their babies are usually born in springtime and
like all kittens they are playful; they've black spots on their yellow-brown coats which turn reddish-brown
when they grow up. ‘
